A RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN MATTERS AS NUISANCES WITHIN THE
UNINCORPORATED AREA OF MIAMI COUNTY, KANSAS; PROVIDINGFOR THE
REMOVAL OR ABATEMENT OF SUCH NUISANCES;AUTHORIZINGTHE ASSESSMENT
OF COST AND PENALTIES FOR VIOLATORS OF TillSRESOLUTION.

WHEREAS, Miami County, Kansas is a county municipal government with the power of home rule
pursuant to KS.A. 19-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Miami County Commission is the governing body of said county municipality; and

WHEREAS, the County Commission finds that the proliferation of junked, dismantled, inoperative or
abandoned vehicles, machinery and appliances; metal; trash or waste; and building materials have
become a public nuisance and a detriment to the public health, safety and welfare by creating breeding
grounds for insects, rodents and reptiles; by being a ready source for fires and explosions; by constituting
a blighting influence on the surrounding property; by creating environmental concerns, by creating
attractive nuisances that attracts children and by detracting from the quality of life in the unincorporated
areas of Miami County, Kansas.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY AFORESAID COMMISSION that the following
resolution shall be adopted pursuant to the Commission's police power to protect the pubic health, safety
and welfare and that said resolution shall apply to the unincorporated areas of Miami County, Kansas.

SECTION 1: DEFINITIONS

(A) "Building materials" means lumber, masonry, concrete, metal, stone, roofing materials and other
building materials utilized in the construction or repair of a structure.

(B) "Inoperable" means a condition of being junked, wrecked, wholly or partially dismantled,
discarded, abandoned or unable to perform the function or purpose for which it was originally
constructed.

(C) "Machine" means any piece of machinery which as originally built contained an engIne,
regardless of whether it contains an engine at any other time.

(D) "Public Officer" means any County officer, employee or authorized agent.

(E) "Trash" means solid waste normally produced by persons in their dwellings or on their premises
that can be stored for collection in trash containers and includes but is not limited to wrapped garbage,
paper, rags, cans, bottles and other containers and household wares.

(F) "Vehicle" means, without limitation, any automobile, truck, tractor, trailer, motorcycle, aircraft,
boat or other water craft designed originally for the transportation and conveyance of people, livestock
and/or cargo.
